Chris wrote:
I have to share this story with ya'll about how truly awesome of a
brotherhood Freemasonry is!!!

This past Saturday and Sunday we were holding our first California
State Rally. Brethren came from all over the state as well as from Las

Vegas, NV, Phoenix, AZ, and even Bear showed up from Tennessee.
During our ride I had a small problem with my bike when my clutch
cable snapped. Luckily we were off the freeway and close to
Bakersfield so I was able to ride back with brother MOOSE in the
“support truck” to go find a new one. I told the brethren that they
could go on that I would repair it and catch up with them at our
designated campground about 70 miles away near Lake Isabella.. All
of them insisted on waiting for me to return. That was the first
example I want to mention, but I’'m not nearly finished.

Upon fixing and repairing my clutch cable, now two hours behind we
all got to our camp ground. Due to the weather, many brothers who
were tent camping decided to start bunking up with each other in the
cabins... many overlooking the costs (kinda like we always do.) We
departed and headed out to the local lodge Kern River Valley lodge
#827 F&AM for a steak dinner they were hosting for the visiting
members of the FMRC and their ladies. On the way there I began
having some tire trouble and upon our arrival to the lodge further
inspection found that my front tire had a lot of metal showing and was
probably about to blow out. It definitely wasn't going to make it back
to the south side of La La Land.
